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Freedom Printing Distiller Settings

To fully utilize the capabilities and improvements gained by upgrading Prinergy, our workflow software, to its newest version, we have changed the Distiller settings to be used when creating PDF’s. 

These settings will handle transparency and layers from Adobe CS3 Suite. You can use these settings by downloading them from your secure folder in our FTP server. Following are screen shots of the different options selected in our Distiller settings and instructions on how to install them.
To review the settings, go to the Distiller tool bar and select settings. Select Edit Adobe PDF Settings from the draw-down menu to open the settings window. The first window that will pop up will be the General Settings, which look like this:
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*PDF 1.6 let us use your files as is, including all transparencies and layers.
By clicking on the Images tab the following window opens:
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It shows the different settings used to down sample the files, when possible

The fonts tab shows the following information:
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Basically it asks you to embed all the fonts in your document. They have to be loaded in the computer before you make your PDF’s to ensure that they get embedded.

The tab for color follows:
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*By using these settings, we preserve your color, UCR and Black generation options but remove any transfer functions, as we apply our own, dictated by the press the job is going to be run on. You should use CMYK for color and 100% black for black components only. Our system will convert any RGB to CMYK and some color shifting may occur.

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To install the settings in Acrobat Distiller: 
· Go to your Secure Folder in our FTP Server. Open the folder “FREEDOM_PRINTING_Starter_Kit” and download the file “FreedomPrinting_Settings.joboptions”.

· Go to; Settings Menu

· Select Option: Add Adobe PDF Settings

Choose: FreedomPrinting_Settings.joboptions
